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ABOUT CAMP BRADLEY

Camp Bradley at the Cape Horn Scout Reservati@m igleal location for Boy Scouts to have
the ultimate camping adventure. The traditioedivwn each new camping season and it is truly
the best camping experience scouting has to affdra pines of Central Idaho.

Originally called the Cape Horn Scout Reservatidamp Bradley was purchased by the Snake
River Council in 1956. As many as 50 businessa® fwithin the councils boundaries helped to
purchase the property with its two main lodges,esesmaller cabins, two utility buildings,
swimming pool with its cabin and 57 acres of larid038 scouts attended that first summer of
scout camp. This was the beginning of the greapoag tradition at Camp Bradley.

In July of 1957, Archie Brown and the youth frometMa-I-Shu Lodge of the Order of the

Arrow, pioneered 58 miles of rough wilderness toxfavhat is now called the Ma-I-Shu Trail.

In later years other trails were developed to fahm Silver Moccasin Trails. These trails are
headquartered out of Camp Bradley.

During the summer of 1962, the Cape Horn Scout RReten’s mortgage of $15,000 was
completely paid in full by Mr. and Mrs. J.G. Bragland Mr. and Mrs. James H. Shields, Jr. in
memory of the Bradley’s son, James Robert Bradlsiythis point dedication ceremonies were
held and the camp received the official name of gdBnadley at the Cape Horn Scout
Reservation.

Since the early 1960's the Council has used thepGama base of operations for such activities
as, one week horse back experiences, and high angerxperiences such as whitewater rafting
down the Middle Fork of the Salmon River. Today Qouncil uses Camp Bradley as the base
for the whitewater and offers five full weeks oftiag to scouts in our area.

As the needs of the camp increased, Dr. Paul Hewstd Coly Parrish gathered the necessary
funds of $165,000 to build a new lodge. In thargpof 1974 construction on the Coly Parrish
Friendship Lodge began. Construction was completetthe lodge in October of 1975.

A camp chapel was added to the camp in 1975 in mewifoBoyd Given, a local Eagle Scout
from Twin Falls. The Boyd Given Chapel was buildadonated by the local United Methodist
Church and is located at the point of a peacefddoe at Camp Bradley.

Minor improvements have been made to the Coly §tafriendship Lodge during its existence,
including $20,000 word of upgrades to the kitchguipment in June of 2000.

The construction of a new shower house was stant@®08 and through the contributions of
many people and the tireless work of a few comuhifeouters it was completed in the spring of
2010 the same year as our £@Gniversary of the Boy Scouts of America.




INFORMATION

Transportation to camp is to be furnished by each troop. Arrive betw&1h0 a.m. on
Monday. Departure time is before 10:00 a.m. onftlewing Saturday. Early arrival at
camp is permitted, but be aware the camp provideservices until Monday morning and no
meals before lunch on Monday. You are again reednthat Boy Scouts are to be
transported only in regular passenger vehiclesppauai with seat belts. Boy Scouts go to
camp with their own troop. Each troop providesitsh adult leadership.

Tour Permits - A tour permit giving travel plans must be filed your Council Service
Center 2 weeks prior to your troop leaving for cammpd will be requested at check-in at
camp. Make sure you read your tour permit cangfalé there are items that you will need to
have in place (ie: Weather Hazard training, etcgubmit your tour permit.

Meals - The Parrish Friendship Lodge serves the bedd foothe whole western region.

Meals are served cafeteria style. Persons withigjpdietary needs should notify the council
service center in writing at least two weeks ptmrarrival at camp. Meals begin with the
noon meal on Monday and end with a continentalkfesa Saturday Guests are welcome to

eat, but the cook needs to be informed at leasthooe before the meal. It is the troop's
responsibility to collect the money from the visitnd pay for the meal at the trading post.
Guest Meal Prices are $5.00 a meal.

Telephones- Phone service (land or cell) is not availableaahp. The closest phone service
is located in Stanley, a 30-minute drive. A s#&telbhone is available for emergencies only
at a rate of $2.00 a minute.

Flag Ceremonies- Each troop attending camp is required to brivggrtU.S. Flag, troop, and
patrol flags for their campsite. The camp staftl aelected troops will conduct the flag
ceremonies at the central flagpole in the mornangs evenings and all troops are required to
attend in official BSA uniforms. Troops are askedvolunteer to do the flag ceremony
Tuesday — Friday. Please inquire about signingtupe check-in Monday morning.

HEALTH AND SAFETY

First Aid Lodge - A first aid facility is maintained and staffedrfthe health and safety of all
campers. In cases requiring further care, campédtsneed to be transported to the closest
hospital. Only the health and safety officer a/hér designee can administer advanced first aid.
ALL injuries must be logged in the First Aid Logtine Health Lodge.

Medical Examinations- Are required for all campers and adultéou are encouraged to send
your Troop Physicals to the Snake River Councilioff at least 2 weeks prior to your arrival at
camp. This allows us to fill out buddy tags prito your arrival at camp, and greatly speeds up
check-in Any not turned in prior to coming must be givernthe camp health officer at check-
in. The medical examination form gives the offie#irthe information needed to meet the needs
of you and your campersNEW! All Parts (A, B, & C) of the new Medical Form are
required for every person that comes to camp eachegar regardless of the amount of time
spent there No medical examinations will be conducted at pam

Daily Campsite Inspectionswill be conducted by the camp Commissioner foesafoutdoor
skills and inter-troop activities. Results will pested daily on the troop campsite bulletin board.

Restrooms - Shower facilities, sinks, and flushing toilete available to accommodate both
adults and scouts. Please remind your scouts th thag hands with soap and water before each
meal. As the restroom cleanliness is the respdmgibf the troops they serve, you will be asked
to assist in keeping the restrooms near your campsid the scout shower house clean and
sanitary. Cleaning supplies are provided in thecBIHouse.

Cleanliness- Troop leaders (both adult and boy leaders) espansible for the cleanliness of
their troop campsite, latrines, tents, and membegtise troop. Troop leaders should inspect their
campsite daily.

Weather - in the mountains is unpredictable throughoutghmmmer months. Everything from
warm summer days, to quick thunderstorms, to shioewids, to rainy days is considered normal,
so come to camp prepared!! Plan ahead and no greaithbe a surprise.

Fire Safety— As fire is always a concern Camp has establipheger safeguards in cooperation
with local authorities. In case of fire you will etified by a central camp air siren. When it
sounds, everyone must report to their troop campsiless members of your troop are at the
lake (they are to stay there and the Aquatics Dorewill notify the Camp Director). When
Troop members are back at the campsite, the spatosl leader will account for all members of
the Troop and report to the central flagpoles whesguctions will be given to take back to their
Troop. Adult leaders need to stay at their carepsit-ire drills will be held weekly in
accordance with national safety standards. Finebciaarts must be filled out and posted in each
campsite. “No flame in tent” signs are to be pdsie each tent. There are to be no flames inside
tents.

CAMP POLICIES

Scout Oath and Law - Conduct yourself in accordance with the ScouthCand Law.
Swearing, dirty jokes, and fighting are not in harm with the spirit of scouting.

Youth Protection - Youth protection guidelines must be followedalittimes. Adults will
not sleep in the same tent as baynless the adult is the boy’s legal guardiaRAZING
has no place in Scouting. Incidents of abuse imeiseported directly to the camp director!

Two Deep Leadership - In accordance with natiormdicp we require two adults at camp
with each troop campsite group, one must be at Bhyears of age or older. The second
leader must be at least 18 years of age or olddult leaders must both be present at camp
on a 24 hour basis. If extenuating circumstanegsire an adult to leave early from camp
the camp director may assign an adult member otdimep staff to take his or her place, an
additional charge of $50.00 per day may be assdsgdide council president(Troops can
combine resources with another unit to meet thigirement.)

Discipline - is the responsibility of the troop leadershiphe camp staff is available as a
resource to advise. Severe discipline problemsmeagsked to leave camp.

Visitor Registration - All visitors must check in at the Trading Postwith the Camp
Director upon arrival.

Alcohol, Tobacco, and Smoking Camp Bradley is a drug and alcohol free camptiddal
BSA policy prohibits alcoholic beverages and nospription drugs on any property owned
by the Boy Scouts of America. This policy appliesscouts, leaders, parents, staff and
visitors. Youth campers are not permitted to uskatco in any form. Adults are
discouraged from using tobacco products while enghesence of scouts and should use the
designated areas only.

Firearms, Ammunition and Weapons - Adults and youth are prohibited from having
firearms, ammunition and weapons in their possassinany BSA property.

Gambling - in any form is prohibited.
Pornography in any form is not permitted in camp.
Theft - Neither the camp staff nor the Snake River COuBSA will be responsible for loss,

breakage, or theft of personal items. Theft isugds for expulsion. It is advised that all
vehicles remained locked at camp.



Cars and Trucks - Vehicles will be allowed in campsites on Mondagrning until noon to
unload gear and again on Saturday morning aftéd &:h. Vehicles are to be locked and
parked in designated areagExceptions to this rule can only be granted by @amp
Director.) There will be no riding in the back of trucksam vehicles at anytime while on
camp property. No Motorized Vehicles are allowed in camp without advance written
permission from the Camp Director.

Bikes — are a special feature of the camp experiencgemdde a great resource to troops.
Bikes will be parked in designated areas at thepsam and at program are&telmets and
speed limits are mandatory for everyone!

Knife, Axe and Chain Saw- Cutting tools are to be used in firewood cuttargas only.
Pocket knives are approved for proper use onlyeaghknives are not allowed in camp -
Camp rules. Chain saws can only be operated blysaasing proper protective devices and
have been properly trained. They can only be apdrdaetween 9:00 a.m. and 7:30 p.m. with
permission from the camp director. Live and stagdrees are not to be cut on, chopped
down, carved in, or otherwise damaged by cuttimjstoDown and dead wood is plentiful.

Buddy System- The buddy system is to be employed at all timEgperience shows that
Scouts who do things in pairs are less likely teendifficulty.

Showmanship- When your unit participates in campfire progransase follow the scout
Oath and Law during your performance. Presenttigesicreative, and uplifting material.
Stories, skits and songs that deal with privateybpdrts, sexual innuendos, physical or
mental abilities, etc. are not appropriate. Setekample by having good clean fun.

Fire - Build fires only in existing fire rings.NEVER LEAVE A FIRE UNATTENDED!
Unattended fires will be extinguished by the campfé “No Flames in Tent” signs should
be posted on all tents. Contact the camp comnnigsid you need them. Only battery
powered lanterns and heaters are permissibledanta t

Fuel Storage Liquid fuels must be stored in the camp’s flamiaaiorage facility. The fuel
in the camp appliance reservoir is the only fuak thay be kept in the campsite. Propane
bottles may be kept in the campsite under propeage conditions.

Uniform - The Boy Scout uniform is the best apparel atgarfhe official uniform will be

worn at all flag ceremonies and campfires. The garrshirt or other designated troop
uniform makes a good activity uniform.

This informative meeting is
held at the Council Service Center, 2988 Falls Bast, Twin Falls and begins at 7:00 p.m.

6. Have each scout make a selection of the medgdmxm he wants to work on at camp. They
should each review the requirements of each madgé they plan on taking and complete any
requirements they won't be able to complete at C&ngulley. The scoutmaster might want to
incorporate some popular merit badges into therpoicamp month’s themesA Troop Merit
Badge Tracking Form is enclosed for your use, gg@eAdix A.

7. One month before your scheduled camp date iZe@rogram opportunities, make sure each
boy is registered to attend and is registered thi¢hBoy Scouts of America and that all fees are
paid in full.

Adult leaders’
fee is $70.00. Payment should be made in fullrpigoyour arrival at camp. Please
review the extra costs associated with each madge and plan accordingly and bring
that money to camp.

Camp fees are discounted 10% for council troopsrtteantain a Gold Card level within
the Snake River Council.

Camp fees are refundable only if the scout is wndblattend due to illness, family
emergency, or personal tragedy. The written regslkesuld be made to the Council
Service Center before your scheduled week is ovédre request will be reviewed and
determined if a refund is granted. A $25.00 fek lvé deducted from the registration fee
and is not refundable. The remaining amount wid bent to the unit leader.
Reservations for the 2011 season will begin Tueddiay 18, 2010 at 7 pm. The deposit
can be rolled over to the next year if the reseéomais made before your camp week is
over. Should a troop not reserve a campsite aftér their stay at Camp Bradley, the
Council Service center will not hold over the dapder future years at camp. The
deposit will be returned and will need to be resiited when the campsite is reserved.
Should a troop fail to attend their reserved catepbie troop will lose their deposit.

ADVANCEMENT

Modified Open Merit Badge System

The modified open system of merit badge instruci®ra method of teaching merit
badges that has been used in camps for some titfeas many positive outcomes. A
scout is able to decide on which merit badges fleatvants to work on and prepare
himself for those merit badges before he arrivesaatp. At camp he goes to the area
where that merit badge is taught and works with @inghe merit badge counselors. The
counselor will instruct him on the requirements g@edhaps give him things to study in
order to prepare to pass them off. The boy studieb prepares himself either in the
program area or perhaps in his own troop campstte.goes back to the counselor and
passes the requirements off and receives his nsixtiction or assignments. He does this
until it is complete, or he can be working on salenerit badges at the same time. Each
scout or group of scouts will get the instructionaomore individual basis. The scout can
move as fast as he is able through the requirenoénbe merit badge. Please note that a
few merit badge classes will have scheduled tinmesdmplete certain requirements.

Scoutmasters must be completely aware of what hadges their scouts are working on
achieving. He should check with each scout DAIU¥ing the patrol method, to find out
how they are coming on completing merit badge megoents. Some boys will be
completely self-reliant and will not need much gude. Other scouts may need the
scoutmaster to schedule when and where he shouldo geork on merit badges.
Scoutmasters will be able to look at the merit leadgeck-off reports at any time during
the week by visiting with the Area Director of thgarticular program area.

The modified open-system allows troops to creaésr town weekly program. If they
desire to go on an overnight hike, they can leavthe afternoon and come back mid-
morning the next day. The scouts will not havesetsany classes, because there are few
structured classes. The scout just picks up wheieft off. Also if a scout just wants to
go to the rifle-range and shoot at the targetswitiebe able to do just that. However,
priority will be given to scouts working on meriadiges.

This modified open-system is a great way for agrtmmaximize their program while at
camp. Trained instructors will be at each progeasa to guide them through the merit
badge. If a boy is motivated he can earn a lanefit badges, and not be limited to the
amount of class time offered. If he comes to camgpared (bring partial), he can then
just work with the instructor to pass off the remiag requirements. If a scout wants to
work on just a few merit badges, he can do thatels And then he can spend his time
doing other things that he enjoys. If there isog m your troop who has a tendency to
waste his time at camp then he can do that as V&gla scoutmaster will have to know
his scouts, and guide them, so that they will et thaximum benefit from the camp
resources. Some scoutmasters even schedule tbpsdddgo to class at specific times.
So prepare now to enjoy your time at camp, and wownkards preparing your scouts for
an exciting and productive time in doing the thitiget your troop would like to do.

Sourdough Sam Program (New Scout to First Class Skills) new scout skiise
fundamental to the Boy Scout outdoor experienchis i a great way to get started on
the trail to Eagle and enjoy what summer camp dadfer. The goal is not to pass all the
requirements from Tenderfoot to First Class in areek. The skills from New Scout to
First Class can be learned and practiced in theddogh Sam Program located at the
Outdoor Skills Adventure Area. We recognize thiasithe troop’s leadership that has
primary responsibility in qualifying its members tine new scout skills. Accordingly,
scouts in this program will receive a score cadiaating which skills were demonstrated
at camp. You troop leadership can then initialgbeuts Boy Scout Handbook.

Merit Badges - Advancement is an important part of the cammgmam, but it is not the
only part. Be sure that scouts reserve time @i tmerit badge schedules to explore the
many opportunities available at Camp Bradley. Swoasters may bring their own merit
badge books or they will be available for purchaseghe camp trading post. Some
changes have been made to the merit badges offteireglear. The most current copy
availableof the merit badge pamphlet will be used.
